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Self-financing free movers

Students who can document specific academic grounds may apply as self-financing free movers to the University of Tromsø for one semester or a maximum period of one academic year.

Self-financing free movers have to fulfil the basic entrance requirement for admission, including the English requirement. They have the right to follow lectures and to sit for examinations in a limited number of English taught courses for the time period specified in the letter of admission (1 or 2 semesters). There are no formal Norwegian requirements for self-financing free movers. However, should a self-financing free mover wish to continue as a regular student after the time period specified in the letter of admission, s/he will have to pass one of the required Norwegian tests.

Deadline for the spring semester: 1 December
The University of Tromsø is under no obligation to process applications which arrive after the deadline, which are incomplete or lack adequate or officially certified documentation.
